AD HOC committee. The Village Administrator and Junee Van Dyke were asked to head
up this new committee of VILLAGE RESIDENTS. Now... that’s YOU!!! There have been
several express an interest BUT... we need some more. This committee will be
responsible for coming up with the design and all those details as well as fund raising.
